A year ago an awareness surfaced that at six weeks old, 

something traumatic happened resulting in a sense of loss of love 

and nourishment from my mother (unintended by her, of course).  

Soon thereafter, on New Year’s Eve 2011, an artist and friend 

showed me a sculptural technique including aluminum foil, tape 

and paint and the first being “little red baby” came into form.  

As the new year unfolded, aspects of my ego structure became 

images in my psyche.  Early childhood had been traumatic.  When I was 

four, my father was ill, family and friends were worried; the environment 

was full of hope and fear.  Hope that the doctors would figure it out 

and all would be well.  The worst fear was realized when 

he died of pancreatic cancer.  I was five.

Many aspects of my personality concretized during these first five 

years, informed by these events and in reaction to the fear underlying 

them.  The beings in this book are representations of some of them 

as they came to me through the year, culminating with “trust” 

on New Year’s Eve 2012. The healing and unwinding of the ego 

structure as the beings came into form and afterwards has been 

profound. I am full of gratitude and awe for the process 

that has unfolded this year.
